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[ Abstract] Based on the current situation of dental education in the developed countries in Europe (UK,
Germany, France, Denmark, Norway and Sweden), the present paper compared the dental education in these countries
and that in China, including the cultivation aims, lengths of schooling, curriculum, teaching methods, evaluation mode and
management system, so as to improve the dental education system in China and the dental education efficiency. Hope it
will facilitate the training of talented dentists and improve the overall dental care level in China.
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
